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Nefarious: Merchant of Souls is a 
hard-hitting documentary that 
gives an in-depth look at the 
human trafficking industry. The 
film features first-hand interviews 
with real victims and traffickers, 
along with expert analysis from 
international humanitarian 
leaders. The filmmaker’s goal is to 
uncover the world of sex slavery 
in order to move viewers from 
oblivion to action. 

The film is currently NR (not 
rated). There is no nudity or 
swearing, but it is a very mature 
subject matter, with actual 
footage from red light districts, 
and re-enactments of what some 
victims experience. We 
recommend it for audiences of 
18+, but some younger have 
watched it at their parent’s 
discretion.
