1) READ Galatians 5:13-15

warnings? What are they? 
b) What is the one command?  
c) How do these passages apply to today? 

2) READ Galatians 5:16-18 
a) What does it mean to be led by the Spirit? 
b)  Why do we want to walk with the Spirit?  

ACTS OF THE SINFUL NATURE.  
3) READ Galatians 5:19-21.  

a) All of us are at war with our sinful nature. Take a moment to look carefully 
at this list and (if comfortable) share one or two struggles that you need 
help overcoming.  

FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT 
4) READ John 15:5 and Galatians 5:22-24 

a) The fruit of the Spirit is a wonderful gift from God. Look at this list and 
share one or two that you appreciate (or need!). 

5) READ Galatians 5:25-26  
a) What does it mean to you to keep in step with the Spirit? 
b) Why do you think it is important to remember Paul’s warning in verse 26?

So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh.
